And this is what this language corner is about –NAMES! Or better said....WEIRD food names.
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Their name reflects their shape. And you probably won`t make tiramisu without these cookies – but when I`m digging into my tiramisu I really don`t want to think of human body parts. Ladyfingers- that`s the name of these cookies.
It`s gelatinous and grey. Slovaks like to eat it with some bread and onion. I`m sure you have already tried HEAD CHEESE. And yes, you actually need a pig head for this one.
Not many words are needed to describe this hybrid. Duffin is a muffin-doughnut combination.
Kimchi (or kimchee/gimchi) is a traditional fermented
 Korean side dish. It`s made of vegetables and variety of seasonings
. Common ingredients include  Chinese cabbage, radish, garlic, red pepper, spring onion, ginger, salt and sugar.  According to Health Magazine it`s one of the world`s five healthiest foods – it`s rich in vitamins and may prevent cancer.
Smushi is a combination of Danish and Japanese cuisine (smørrebrød and sushi).
