Alan Alexander Milne was born on 18th January 1882 in Great Britain. He is best known for his children's stories about the adventures of Winnie-the-Pooh: a honey-loving bear.
Winnie-the-Pooh, the “Bear of very little brain“ seems to be the bear with lots of fame. Written in 1924 the story continues to be popular with people of all ages.
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Every year, 18th January is celebrated as Winnie the Pooh Day (Milne was born on this day).
Winnie-the-Pooh (1926) and The House at Pooh Corner (1928) are Milne`s greatest successes. 

These two volumes tell the adventures of a young boy named Christopher Robin ( after Milne's own son Christopher Robin Milne), and his animal mates, who were inspired by the real Christopher Robin's stuffed toys. A bear named Winnie-the-Pooh was the central character, accompanied by fussy
 Rabbit, gloomy
 donkey Eeyore, bouncy
 tiger Tigger, kind kangaroo Kanga and her baby Roo, wise Owl
 and shy Piglet
.  And this lovely gang has brought lots of joy into children`s lives. (
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Alan Alexander Milne liked writing children`s books  but he never wanted to be “tapecast“
 as a children`s writer. However, his name was forever associated with children`s writing. His other works were easily forgotten. That`s probably why his last years weren`t the     happy ones.
