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Outstanding means extremely good or impressive. The book doesn`t lie, the stories there are outstanding and short. It offers you 7 stories, each of them was written by a different author, so that if you find someone`s style uninteresting, all you need to do is to turn the page. To be honest, I didn`t enjoy reading the stories equally. While one of them took my breath away, the other one made me feel sleepy. The story I couldn`t stop reading was Lord Mountdrago by W. Somerset Maugham.

He had been having strange dreams which began to have effect on his nerves. In his dreams he was meeting Mr Griffiths, a House of Commons member. 
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We can say that dreams are foolish, but Lord Mountdrago`s dreams were not. In our dreams, we are different. We show our true “me.“ How would you feel if you realised that someone from your dream can remember what happened in the “shared“ dream? Creepy and scary.
Another story that`s worth reading is The Doll`s House by Katherine Mansfield. The Burnell girls –Isabel and Kezia- got a wonderfull doll`s house. They were allowed to invite their schoolmates to look at it. Gradually, all the girls saw the doll`s house, except for the Kelvey`s girls. Lil and Else were daughters of a washerwoman who went from house to house. And their father? Hmmmm... nobody could say where he was.
